PUBLIC INFORMATIONAL MEETINGS

and early February 2009. The purpose of these meetings is to brief residents of the Region on the preliminary
recommended regional water supply plan and to provide an opportunity for comment. Persons may choose
to attend any of the meetings they find most convenient. Staff will be available in an “open house” format from
5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. to individually answer questions and provide information. A brief presentation of the
plan will be made by study staff at 6:00 p.m. Written comments may be submitted throughout the meetings,
including via dictation to a court reporter.

Following these meetings, a record of public comments will be assembled and provided to the Regional
Water Supply Advisory Committee and to the Commission for deliberations in preparing a final
recommended plan.

Affected may be site
access and/or mobility, materials review or interpretation, or active participation, including the submission of
comments.
